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BV produces increased abnormal and bad-smelling vaginal discharge and sometimes vaginal burning.
BV happens when there are too few "good" bacteria (lactobacilli) in the vagina, and too many "bad"
bacteria. BV is not a sexually transmitted disease, and can be treated with an antibiotic. Unfortunately,
BV symptoms return after treatment for some patients.
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
